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(1) Engaging in any acts that violate the law, public order and morals
(2) Entering the venues without valid tickets

(3) Bringing in prohibited items

(4) Throwing or firing objects into official competition areas including spectator seats, or engaging in other acts that
may disrupt the operation of the Games

(5) Flying unmanned aerial vehicles, such as drones, and operating such vehicles from outside the venues

(6) Entering competition areas or other restricted or off-limit areas without valid reasons

(7) Destroying, damaging, defacing, or manipulating in an unauthorised manner any buildings, standing trees,
structures, or other equipment, Facilities, or property

(8) Damaging, opening, or tampering with any locks, latches, seals, tapes, etc. installed for security purposes

(9) Engaging in aggressive behaviour, such as threatening, intimidating, insulting, or provoking general spectators,

Games’ delegations, or Games’ officials
(10) Calling for a forcible meeting with Games Delegations or Games Officials or refusing to leave
(11)Blocking aisles such as, placing luggage on the aisles staircases, or at entrances/exits, etc. or watching games in

those locations. Also, watching games outside the designated areas

(12) Standing on seats, climbing on fences or facilities

(13) Smoking (including electronic cigarettes and other cigarette products), except where designated areas are
available

(14) Using fire inside the venues (except the designated areas)

(15) Entering the venues in an intoxicated state or becoming intoxicated within the venues

(16) Using any irrelevant communication devices unrelated to the operations of the Games inside the venues,
including mobile Wi-Fi (excluding mobile phones)

(17) Recording, transmitting, or producing photographs or videos for commercial purposes (except for media
approved by the AINAGOC.)

(18) Recording, transmitting, or producing photographs or videos that may perceived as sexual harassment against
athletes or other personnel

(19) Installing, wearing, scattering, affixing, or distributing bulletin boards, signboards, flags, banners, streamers,
placards, bibs, documents, drawings, printed materials, trademarks, etc. that display or allude political,
ideological, or religious principles or claims, anti-public-order or anti-moral messages, or discriminatory ads or
ideas, which could be used for demonstrations, or disrupt the operations of the Games

(20) Engaging in any acts that may disrupt the smooth operations of the Games, such as protests, demonstrations,

rallies, solicitations, speeches, or using discriminatory words or behaviours

(21) Engaging in profit-making activities, such as carrying out commercial activities, soliciting donation or posting
advertisements

(22) Using national flags of non-participating countries, as well as 1 m x 2 m or larger flags and banners, etc.

(23) Posting, installing, or distributing items with specific company names, product names, etc. displayed for the
purpose of advertising the companies or businesses (including any items that are reminiscent of specific
companies, products, etc., as well as unauthorised flyers, brochures, and promotional materials)

(24) Using umbrellas or selfie sticks in seats or viewing areas

(25) Disposing of garbage or other items in places other than the designated areas
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(26) Making excessive noise and interfering with the tournament operation or the competition progress.

(27) Entering or parking cars or bikes at the undesignated areas

(28) Causing trouble to local residents or nearby facilities, like parking illegally or camping around the venues

(29) Using tape, sheets, luggage, etc. to secure space in waiting lines for the venue entry, or staying up all night at
the venues

(30) Securing seats or spaces for other people by placing objects # on spectator seats or viewing areas

(31) Watching games using folding chairs, sheets, etc. at the undesignated areas

(32) Re-entering the venues without prior approval from the AINAGOC

(33) Engaging in any other acts that might disrupt the operation of the Games or the progress of individual games,

cause trouble or danger to others, or be deemed by Games Officials to have the potential to do so
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(1) Presenting tickets if requested

(2) Cooperating with the inspection for luggage and personal belonging sereening, as well as body with metal
detectors, for safety check

(3) Following the instructions, directions, and guidance of Games Officials, the police, or the Japan Coast Guard

(4) Watching games sitting in the seats, specified on the tickets

(5) Presenting images taken with devices including cameras and smartphones, if requested by the organisers

(6) Spectators are required to enter the venues at-er after the time designated by the AINAGOC. When the game (for
the relevant ticket) has finished, the spectators need to leave promptly in accordance with the instructions of the
Games Officials.

(7) Follow the instructions of the Games Officials regarding how and where to display flags, banners, etc.

(8) Paying close attention to the progress of the games to prevent yourself ereself from incurring damage (even

during training time)

(8) Sunscreens, creams, and lotions (excluding those with approximately 100 ml or less per container, only for
personal consumption)

(9) Ice, ice packs, etc. (excluding ice in water bottles or approximately 400 ml or less ice packs which remain soft
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(10) Medicines (excluding the reasonable amounts for personal use)

(11)Items that could be used as lethal weapons, such as flagpoles over 90 cm in length, camera monopods or tripods,
stepladders, chairs, and sticks (excluding white canes and other sticks for health reasons)

(12) Camera lenses with a total length of 30 cm or more

(13) Whistles, gas horns, loudspeakers, vuvuzelas, etc. that produce excessive noise and interfere with the event
operation or the progress of the competition.

(14) Laser pointers, confetti, sports equipment, sprayers, water guns, and other items that may interfere with the event
operation or the progress of the competition.

(15) Large or bulky luggage such as travel bags (excluding approximately 25 litres or less soft-material one)

(16) National flags of non-participating countries, as well as flags and banners exceeding the size of 1m x 2m

(17) Wireless devices (excluding mobile phones), and remote-controlled devices such as drones

(18) Animals (excluding service dogs for those with physical disabilities)

(19) Bulletin boards, signboards, flags, banners, streamers, placards, bibs, documents, drawings, printed materials,
trademarks, or other items that display or evoke political, ideological, or religious principles or claims, anti-
public-order or anti-moral messages, or discriminatory ads or ideas, which could be used for demonstrations, or
disrupt the operations of the Games

(20) Items with specific company names, product names, etc. displayed for the purpose of advertising the companies
or businesses (including any materials that are reminiscent of specific companies, products, etc., as well as
unauthorised flyers, brochures, and promotional materials)

(21) Any items that might disrupt the operations of the Games or the development of individual games, cause trouble

or danger to others, or which Games Officials deem to have the potential to do so
